When this book revealed how de-
mocracy was being used to strengthen
the colonial control of a country, we
jumped into life.

“Liberal and Labor MPs are only in
power because multinationals provide
massive amounts of money and media
support (they are foreign-controlled
parties). Clearly this is not democracy.
In return, multi-nationals pay no tax,
aided by our Treasury, who are working
against the interests of Australians.

We had the answer. If foreign corpo-
rations could come into a country and
not pay tax, and give a little bit of their
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ill-gotten gains to a particular party, or
parties, they were destroying the very
essence of our democracy.

But there had to be some individual
group coordinating it all, and that clearly
is the Treasury Department. Made all
powerful by their wheeling and dealing.
Tax is their lynch-pin. While the Treasury
continues to help multinationals avoid
tax we do not have a real democracy. If
this power were taken away from them,
they would be returned to the job that is
theirs by definiton — they are
book-keepers. The current reality is that
the multinationals tell the Treasury what
they want to happen, and the Treasury
surreptitiously moves in with a hidden
agenda, telling the Prime Minister what
to do.

After years of writing on the subject,
the penny dropped. These politicians
are not working for us — in fact, the Lib-
eral party and the Labor party are not
working for us. Why? Is the hig ques-
tion. They all take the oath of allegiance
when they become Ministers, but they
got there by being elected, and in most
cases, the money to do this was sup-
plied by multi-nationals. They’re not
fools, so they realise that they have al-
legiance in another direction, to main-
tain their  extremely  generous

superannuation.

As the multinationals have gained
considerable power throughout the
world, particularly after World War I,
they are now running all democracies. It
should be understood that they now
have considerable control over the
United Nations, destroying the very
function of an organisation that may
have saved the world. They did this be-
cause they needed an apparently inde-
pendent source to carry out some of
their major functions. Two bogus or-
ganisations, the World Trade Organisa-
tion and the International Monetary
Fund also benefited. And so the United
Nations with feet on the ground in al-
most all places, could assist the WTO
and the IMF, and do their dirty work.

It should also be noted that multina-
tionals have far more power than any
government. Dupont appears to be
most involved, and it is they who have
taken a special interest in water — they
have on hand, readily available an al-
most instant supply of plastic contain-
ers. They can produce bottles using
their own chemicals and equipment al-
most anywhere in the world.

The interesting development, of
course, when you understand these
facts, is that these so-called

democracies are being used as storage
areas. For example, Timor is now a stor-
age area for massive oil deposits —to be
opened up when it suits the oil barons —
and they’re multinationals. You can see
how a world government is slowly rising
behind the future of every country.

Australia, a self-contained island
continent, is capable of resisting these
inroads. So Aussies should realise that
it is not the end of the world, but it's
damned near so.

You can see how naive our Prime
Minister is. And so too are his advisors
who are trying to offset his problems in
talking about his great deal in China.
This has been going on for years. And
we don’t know who the other sharehold-
ers are in that deal.

It's all PR, as we used to call it — all
the Puffs — best described by Howard
holding up the football trophy, with his
inimitable grin from ear to ear — while
the real winners of the football trophy
stand with their arms by their sides!

And our Prime Minister is following
this US President around, doing exactly
as he is instructed. And so is his team of
spin doctors. Make you worry about
your country? Make you nervous? Of
course it does. They’'d use us for shark
bait any time they felt like it.

Australians repeatedly ask “What is the IMF?” but the
information they get from our government is
deliberately misleading. The IMF, started originally as
an insurance company by Mr George Soros, is not
reponsible to any community. It was used by Soros to
create the disaster in Asia and it has nothing to do with
the US government.

So call me a liar. | was standing in
front of the New York Hilton Hotel. It
was during the big G7 confab in 2000,
when the limousine carrying IMF direc-
tor Horst Kohler zoomed by, hit a bump
and out flew a report, “Ecuador Interim
Country Assistance Strategy”. It was
marked, “Confidential. Not for distribu-
tion.” You suspect that’s not how | got
this document, but you can trust me
that it contains the answer to a very
puzzling question.

Giddens explained to an earnest crowd
of London School of Economics alumni
that “Globalisation is a fact, and it is
driven by the communications
revolution.”

schools to the world wide web. Instead,
| found a secret schedule. Ecuador’s
government was ordered to raise the
price of cooking gas by 80 per cent by
November 1, 2000, it says. Also, the
government had to eliminate 26,000
jobs and cut real wages for the remain-
ing workers by 50 per cent in four steps
in a timetable specified by the IMF. By
July 2000, Ecuador had to transfer
ownership of its biggest water system to
foreign operators, then Ecuador would
grant British Petroleum’s ARCO unit
rights to build and own an oil pipeline
over the Andes.

That was for starters. In all, the
IMF’'s 167 detailed loan conditions
looked less like an “Assistance Plan”
and more like a blueprint for a financial
coup d’etat.

The IMF would counter that it had no
choice. After all, Ecuador is flat busted,
thanks to the implosion of the nation’s
commercial banks. But how did Ecua-
dor, an OPEC member with resources to
spare, end up in such a pickle? For that,
we have to turn back to 1983, when the
IMF forced Ecuador’'s government to
take over the soured private debts Ec-
uador’s elite owed to foreign banks. For
this bail-out of US and local financiers,
Ecuador’s government borrowed $1.5
billion.

For Ecuador to pay back this loan,

the IMF dictated price hikes in
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electricity and other necessities. And
when that didn’t drain off enough cash,
yet another “Assistance Plan” required
the state to eliminate 120,000
workers.

Furthermore, while trying to play
down the mountain of IMF obligations,
Ecuador foolishly “liberalised” its tiny fi-
nancial market, cutting local banks
loose from government controls and let-
ting private debt and interest rates ex-
plode. Who pushed Ecuador into this
nutty romp with free market banking?
Hint: the initials are | = M — F — which
made liberalisation of the nation’s
banking sector a condition of another
berserker Assistance Plan. The facts of
this nasty little history come from yet
another internal IMF report that flew my
way marked “Please do not cite”. Pre-
tend | didn’t.

The IMF and its sidekick, the World
Bank, have lent a sticky helping hand to
scores of nations. Take Tanzania. To-
day, in that African state, 1.3 million
people are getting ready to die of AIDS.
The IMF and World Bank have come to
the rescue with a brilliant neoliberal so-
lution: require Tanzania to charge for
hospital appointments, previously free.
Since the Bank imposed this require-
ment, the number of patients treated in
Dar Es Salaam’s three big public hospi-
tals has dropped by 53 per cent. The
Bank’s cure must be working.

The IMF/World Bank also ordered
Tanzania to charge fees for school at-
tendance, then expressed surprise that
school enrolment dropped from 80 per
cent to 66 per cent.

Altogether the Bank and IMF had
157 helpful suggestions for Tanzania. In
April 2000, the Tanzanian government
secretly agreed to adopt them all. It was
sign or starve. No developing nation can
borrow hard currency without IMF bless-
ing (except China, whose output grows
at 5 per cent per year by studiously fol-
lowing the reverse of IMF policies).

The IMF and World Bank have effec-
tively controlled Tanzania's economy
since 1985. Admittedly, when they took
charge they found a socialist nation
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mired in poverty, disease and debt.
Their neoliberal experts wasted no time
in cutting trade barriers, limiting govern-
ment subsidies and selling off state in-
dustries. The Bank’s shadow governors

worked  wonders.  According  to
Bank-watcher Nancy Alexander of
Globalisation Challenge Initiative

(Washington), in just 15 years, Tanza-
nia’s GDP dropped from $309 to $210
per capita, literacy fell and the rate of
abject poverty jumped to 51 per cent of
the population.

Yet, despite this neoliberal effort,
the World Bank failed to win the hearts
and minds of Tanzanians for its free
market game plan. In June 2000, the
Bank reported in frustration, “One leg-
acy of socialism is that most people
continue to believe the State has a fun-
damental role in promoting develop-
ment and providing social services.”

It wasn’t always thus. The World
Bank and IMF were born in 1944 with
simple mandates — to fund post-war re-
construction and development projects
(the World Bank) and lend hard cur-
rency to nations with temporary bal-
ance-of-payments deficits (the IMF).

Then, beginning in 1980, the Banks
seem to take on an alien form. In the
early 1980’s, Third World nations,
haemorrhaging after the five-fold in-
creases in oil prices and a like jump in
dollar interest payments, brought their
begging bowls to the IMF and World
Bank. But instead of debt relief, they re-
ceived Structural Assistance Plans list-
ing an average of 114 “conditionalities”
in return for capital. While the particu-
lars varied from nation to nation, in ev-
ery case the roll-over of debts dangled
from edicts to remove trade barriers,
sell national assets to foreign investors,
slash social spending and make labor
“flexible” (read, “crush your unions”).

Some say the radical and vicious
change in the Banks in 1980 resulted
from Ronald Reagan’s election that
year as president, the quickening of Mrs
Thatcher’s powers and the beginning of
the “neoliberal” (free market) ascen-
dancy in policy. (My own information is
that the IMF and World Bank were taken
over by a space alien named Larry. It's
obvious that “Larry” Summers, once
World Bank chief economist, later US
Treasury Secretary, is in reality a pla-
toon of extraterrestrials sent here to
turn much of the human race into a
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source of cheap protein.)

So what have the aliens accom-
plished with their structural assistance
free market prescriptions? Samuel
Brittan, Financial Times columnist and
globalisation knight errant, declares
that new world capital markets and free
trade have “brought about an unprece-
dented increase in world living stan-
dards”. Brittan cites the huge growth in
GDP per capita, life expectancy and lit-
eracy in the less developed world from
1950 to 1995.

Now hold on a minute. Until 1980,
virtually every nation in his Third World
survey was either socialist or welfare
statist. They were developing on the
“Import Substitution Model” by which
locally-owned industry built through
government investment and high tariffs,
anathema to the neoliberals. In those
dark ages of increasing national govern-
ment control (1960-80) and new wel-
fare schemes, per capita income grew
73 per centin Latin America and 34 per
cent in Africa. By comparison, since
1980, under the Reagan/Thatcher
model Latin American growth has come
to a virtual halt, growing by less than 6
per cent over 20 years, and African in-
comes have declined by 23 per cent .

Now let’s count the corpses. From
1950 to 1980, socialist and statist wel-
fare policies added more than a decade
of life expectancy to virtually every na-
tion on the planet. From 1980 to today,
life under structural assistance has got
brutish and shorter. Since 1985, in 15

African nations the total number of illit-
erate people has risen and life
expectancy fallen - which Brittan attrib-
utes to “bad luck, [not] the international
economic system”. In the former Soviet
states, where IMF and World Bank
shock plans hold sway, life expectancy
has fallen off a cliff — adding 1.4 million
a year to the death rate in Russia alone.
Tough luck, Russia!

The first thing an army goes
for in the invasion of any
country is communications.
Once they have the communi-
cations, they have control.
It’s those circumstances that
make it essential, regardless
of money, that we hold on to
our communications. Instead
of the government giving
other nations handouts to
endless requests from dubi-
ous people, they should allo-
cate the money to avoid

selling Telstra.

You can see the reason the Ameri-
cans want our communications: It's that
important. Ziggy Switkowski’'s predeces-
sor ran the operation extremely well, in a
disciplined manner. So did his predeces-
sor, Bob Brack. Both of these Chairmen
avoided the fairies that flew into
Switkowski’s world, the Chisholms and
members of the Productivity Commis-
sion. There were plenty of people in the
wings who could have done the job
within the company, but Switkowski got
washed up on the rocks by swamps of
PR and in the early days, there was
plenty of money to do anything that was
required. Unfortunately, with the expert
advice that he gathered around him, he
lost a bundle. Buying things that were
not worth the paper they were written
on. Taxation schemes and then, in the
midst of it all, trying to cut down costs
when it was too late.

Over and over again, year by yeatr,
Telecom was managed in such a way
that it couldn’t possibly lose money, and
certainly it could make a huge amount of
money. It was no glamour industry. In
the good old days, it was just hard work
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and slogging. But even in the early part
of Bob Brack’s role as Chairman, we
found cracks sneaking into the armour.

Most of you will recall that the
phone book, particularly in Sydney and
Melbourne, was handled by O'Brien’s, a
commercial enterprise, who were doing
a thorough job, and the best part of it
was that the money they made stayed
in our country. Until some slick sales-
man suggested new methods that
could save them a fortune. There was
no doubt truth in this, but all of it could
have been done by Australians.
High-tech business has never been be-
yond the capability of Australians. It's
just that when you get people on your
Board who think the only people who
can solve problems are outside Austra-
lia, you strike trouble. O'Brien’s lost the
control of the telephone book, which
was a very big income earner for
Telecom, billions of dollars. We tried,
when Brack was in charge, to change
this and make sure it was all done by
Australians in Australian companies.
We were too late.

Many such government authorities
and companies were invaded, making
use of the high tech story and slowly but
surely, overheads were built up and in-
come was rapidly decreased because of
such action. Service was uppermost in
Telstra’s mind always. But today, when
you've got a small service problem,
Telstra suggests you hire an electrician!
| couldn’t believe it when | heard this
was common. We know that the Telstra
people know what’s going on, but they
obviously can’t do anything about it. To
make a birdie of the situation, the use-
less Minister for Communications, Rich-
ard Alston, suggested probably with the
help of the great Productivity Commis-
sion, to create opposition to Telstra
would smarten them up. This, of
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course, has done nothing of the sort.
It's just made it harder for Telstra,
harder for the public and confusing for
everyone. Particularly with other small
operators gnawing away at the facilities.
This, of course, extends into other com-
munications handled by Telstra, other
than the copper circuit, mobile phones,
accessories, and so on.

If Telstra had been managed properly
after Mr ?? resigned, there would have
been no interference by someone like
Alston, with no qualifications, no
know-how in the business, and in his de-
fence, been told to sell it, by his Prime
Minister. If the Prime Minister gets his
way, it will be sold. And it will be more
than a nail in our coffin. It will be the end
of our once reliable communications.

This drama could have been
avoided. It should all have been
smoothly handled by Telstra as the gov-
ernment-owned company in charge of
communications. The handing out of
the division of radio frequencies, digital
frequencies, and many other compli-
cated changes — all should have been
carefully studied and planned in ad-
vance instead of rushing around like
chooks with their heads off. The One-Tel
disaster was the result of this very situa-
tion. We can only superficially go over
this section, but there’s hope still for us
to get out of our problems if we stick by
our communications and realise that
Telstra is a great big slot machine that
earns a helluva lot of money. The tele-
phone is a necessity, and the work put
in years ago on the circuitry should
stand us in good stead. But once again,
the Treasury, pecking away at Telstra,
knowing that foreigners wanted it,
would be told by the Prime Minister —
you'd better do what they say — mean-
ing, back the foreigners. It may not all
be Alston’s fault.

GATS - great attempt to nobble

the world

No-one should attempt to provide further detail. Many
Australians have written at length on this subject. But it is
quite simply a grab by the Americans representing world
government — whoever those spooks are.

GATS: GLOBALISATION STAGE THREE

According to an AAP report CEAustralia appeals to trad-
ing nations® [2 July 2002], Australia has lodged with the
World Trade Organisation (WTO) its initial requests under
the General Agreement on Trade in Services (GATS), for-
mally asking 33 nations to ‘open their doors to freer trade in
services’ globospeak for ‘offer up their service sectors for
global corporate takeover’.

Since there is no world government yet (and never will
be it's all a conspiracy theory) such ‘formal requests’ are
required to open negotiations in institutions of global gover-
nance such as the WTO; and what better country to get the
ball rolling than the one renowned internationally for its
global grovellers Australia, the anti-terrorist state.

By enabling them to do that, this
agreement will be of benefit to ‘Australia’, whatever that
term has come to mean. What will happen in fact is this:

Australia will remove barriers to the foreign penetration
of its services sector, using the mantra that this will result in
‘greater competition’ and therefore cheaper and better ser-
vices; global TNCs will come in and ‘compete’ with local
companies for the provision of services to Australians; the
federal government will continue to tax the local companies
but not the TNCs, whose interests it directly serves.

The TNCs will either take over the local companies or
drive them out of business, leaving no local companies to
benefit from the Agreement, here or overseas; even if there
are, concessions sought on their behalf by the government
in the major participating countries will be met with protec-
tionist barriers; ‘free trade’ is for the second and third world
players, not the majors.

Instead of job creation, there will be widespread layoffs
as greater (Econsolidation? (takoever) and downsizing oc-
cur throughout the sector; any significant job creation will be
in cheap labour countries, not Australia, until it too be-
comes a cheap labour country. instead of increased compe-
tition, the result will be oligopoly then monopoly; services
will be shoddy, more expensive, and propped up by tax-
payer-funded corporate welfare; the idea that the govern-
ment will ‘demand standards’ is nonsense it is scared
witless of the multinationals, and too preoccupied with rid-
ding its citizens of their legal rights.

High Court challenge

Justices McHugh, Kirby and Callinan were asked to grant leave to appeal the
decision of Justice Gaudron that refused a trial by jury.

The requirement for leave of the court to appeal a court decisions is open to
abuse as it can be used to exclude issues coming before the court for determi-
nation. In a leave application the court decision is simply “Leave Approved” or
“Leave Refused, as it was on Tuesday 20 August. This procedure provides a
method where the Court is not required to decide the issues, even after hearing
the case. All the court is required to do is refuse leave and a decision by the High
Court on the issues is avoided totally as leave decisions can not be appealed.

Such a system supports Star Chamber injustice like that abolished in 1641

A Sydney man, not a lawyer, found himself before the three judge bench
listed above in a leave application dealing with one of our fundamental rights,
trial by jury.

He told the court at the beginning of the hearing that the allotted time of
twenty minutes was insufficient in which to put his oral submissions. The court
said that this time limit was required to contain oral submissions in order to not
waste the court’s time.

It turns out that the process of oral submissions is not in fact submissions
but oral argument, where the court continually interrupts the submissions forc-
ing to submitter to argue with the bench about issues selected by the bench
from the oral submissions.

The process is not what people expect. People expect one side puts its case
and the other side, in this case the Commonwealth, put their opposition case
and then the bench decides the case on the submissions put forward.

In this case at the end of approximately 20 minutes the applicant made an
application for an extension of time by ten minutes. This was denied, leaving the
applicant with only half of his oral submissions before the court, when the bench
proceeded to tell the Commonwealth’s legal team that they did not require to
hear from them because the court had already made up its mind. Then without
reference to either of the other two judges, Justice McHugh the head judge pro-
ceed to give judgment, which was leave refused, with costs.

By this process the High Court put another nail in the coffin of trial by jury.
The Sydney Man was Joe Bryant a long time campaigner against oppressive
government.

This Star Chamber could have only have arrived at its decision prior to the
hearing before any oral submissions were heard. There can be no other answer.
Witness to the above facts was a gallery-full, overflowing into the corridor of the
court building.
