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Little men in a coward’s castle
Alan Ramsey

A week ago the Australian Parlia-
ment closed down. It had sat for just
seven days, four of them with the Prime
Minister absent abroad with great and
powerful friends. It resumes on Monday
week to sit only 11 days in March before
going into recess until budget day on
May 13. Our national Parliament does
not over-exert itself for the $500 million
it costs taxpayers annually. Yes, $500
million. For that you get a government,
an opposition and 226 MPs. A week
ago you also got one of the more
shameful acts of bipartisan political
cowardice.

First, go back five months.
Last September, 115 MPs debated

Iraq - 84 MHRs and 31 senators. But
that was all they did - talked. They didn’t
vote on anything. John Howard did not
even speak. He shunned the debate af-
ter the opening speech by his Foreign
Minister, Alexander Downer. Two days
later the Government closed the de-
bate. The only MPs to protest were Pe-
ter Andren and Tony Windsor, the two
Independents in NSW country seats.

Andren had proposed amending the
Government’s purely procedural motion
that the house “note” Downer’s
speech. What he wanted was an unam-
biguous declaration that Parliament op-
posed Australian military forces being
involved “in any action in Iraq” without a
UN mandate. But the Government and
Labor would have none of it.

Each squibbed a formal vote on
Andren’s amendment. Neither Howard
nor Simon Crean wanted to circum-
scribe their options to support Washing-
ton. At the same time neither leader
wanted Australian voters to see them
hedging their support of the United Na-
tions. So the Government simply shut
the debate down, with Labor acquiesc-
ing, leaving Andren and Windsor iso-
lated when the house of 150 MPs
divided on the closure motion.

That was act of rank cowardice
No.1.

Two weeks ago, in the second Iraq
debate, 159 MPs spoke - 39 senators
and 120 MHRs. In the Senate, Labor,
the Democrats, the Greens and Meg
Lees ganged up for some easy publicity
by endorsing the meaningless proposal

of “no confidence” in Howard’s han-
dling “of this grave matter”. But Labor
went missing again when the Greens’
Bob Brown urged the Senate to vote op-
position to Australia’s involvement in
any attack on Iraq. This time Labor
sided with the Government to defeat
the two Greens, the seven Democrats
and the now-Independent Lees, former
Democrat leader, 56 votes to 10.

The major parties were just as
shameless in the house. Having
avoided Andren’s proposal five months
earlier of unqualified Australian support
for a UN mandate, now, with the opin-
ion polls showing most Australians
strongly supportive of UN backing,
Howard and Crean competed furiously
to be seen as the UN’s champion. But
Andren confronted them again.

This time his formal motion called
on the house to “insist that, in the ab-
sence of specific, unambiguous and
unanimous support of the UN Security
Council, Australian defence forces not
be involved in any military action in
Iraq”. And again the Government and
Labor refused to be drawn. Again they
squibbed it by closing off the debate.
Their joint cowardice was not in oppos-
ing Andren. It was, as five months ear-
lier, that both wanted to avoid a formal
vote.

Ironically, on the very day this sec-
ond Iraq debate ended so humiliatingly
in our Parliament, the US senator Rob-
ert Byrd, former Senate Democrat
leader and now its longest-serving
member (45 years), made a speech in
the US Senate that puts to shame so
much of the pap of so many of our poli-
ticians. This edited version of what he
told his colleagues and his nation
should be read by everyone in this
country. I make no apologies for its
length:

“On this February day, as this nation
stands at the brink of battle, every
American on some level must be con-
templating the horrors of war. Yet this
chamber is, for the most part, silent.
Ominously, dreadfully silent. There is no
debate, no discussion, no attempt to
lay out for the nation the pros and cons.
There is nothing. We stand passively
mute in the United States Senate, para-
lysed by our own uncertainty, seemingly
stunned by the sheer turmoil of events.

“And this is no small conflagration
we contemplate. This is no simple at-
tempt to defang a villain. This coming
battle, if it materialises, represents a
turning point in US foreign policy and
possibly a turning point in the recent
history of the world.

“This nation is about to embark
upon the first test of a revolutionary
doctrine applied in an extraordinary way
at an unfortunate time. The doctrine of
pre-emption - the idea that the United
States or any other nation can legiti-
mately attack a nation not imminently
threatening but may be threatening in
the future - is a radical new twist on tra-
ditional self-defence. It appears to be in
contravention of international law and
the UN Charter. And it is being tested at
a time of worldwide terrorism, making
many countries wonder if they will soon
be on our hit list or someone else’s.

“High-level figures recently refused
to take nuclear weapons off the table
when discussing a possible attack
against Iraq. What could be more de-
stabilising and unwise? US intentions
are suddenly subject to worldwide spec-
ulation. Anti-Americanism based on
mistrust, misinformation, suspicion and
alarming rhetoric from US leaders is
fracturing the once solid alliance
against terrorism which existed after
September 11.

“Here at home the mood is grim.
The economy is stumbling. Fuel prices
are rising. This Administration, now in
power two years, must be judged on its
record. I believe that record is dismal. In
that scant two years, this Administra-
tion has squandered a projected sur-
plus of some $US5.6 trillion over the
next decade and taken us to projected
deficits as far as the eye can see. [Its]
domestic policy has put many of our
states in dire financial condition. [It]
has fostered policies which have slowed
economic growth. [It] has ignored ur-
gent matters such as the crisis in health
care and for our elderly ...

“In foreign policy, this Administra-
tion has failed to find Osama bin Laden.
[It] has split traditional alliances, possi-
bly crippling for all time international or-
der-keeping entities like the UN and
NATO. [It] has called into question the
perception of the US as well-inten-
tioned peacekeeper. [It] has turned the

patient art of diplomacy into threats and
name calling of the sort that reflects
poorly on the intelligence of our leaders
and which will have consequences for
years to come.

“Calling heads of state pygmies, la-
belling whole countries as evil, denigrat-
ing powerful European allies as
irrelevant - these types of crude insensi-
tivities can do our great nation no good.
We may have massive military might,
but we cannot fight global terrorism on
our own. Our awesome military ma-
chine can do us little good if we suffer
another devastating attack which se-
verely damages our economy. Our mili-
tary manpower is already stretched thin
and we will need nations who can sup-
ply troop strength, not just sign letters
cheering us on.

“The war in Afghanistan has cost us
$US37 billion so far, yet there is evi-
dence terrorism may already be starting
to regain its hold in the region. This Ad-
ministration has not finished the first
war yet it is eager to embark on another
conflict with perils much greater. Is our
attention span that short? Have we not
learned that after winning the war one
must always secure the peace? And yet
we hear little about the aftermath of war
in Iraq. In the absence of plans, specu-
lation abroad is rife.

“Will we seize Iraq’s oil fields, be-
coming an occupying power which con-
trols price and supply? To whom do we
propose to hand power after Saddam
Hussein? Will our war inflame the Mus-
lim world, resulting in devastating at-
tacks on Israel? Will Israel retaliate with
its own nuclear arsenal? Will the Jorda-
nian and Saudi governments be toppled
by radicals, bolstered by Iran which has
much closer ties to terrorism than Iraq?
Could a disruption of oil supply lead to
worldwide recession?

“Has our senselessly bellicose lan-
guage and our callous disregard of the
interests and opinions of other nations
increased the global race to join the nu-
clear club? In only two short years this
reckless and arrogant Administration
has initiated policies which may reap di-
sastrous consequences for years. One
can understand the shock and anger of
any president after September 11. But
to turn frustration and anger into the
destabilising and dangerous foreign pol-
icy the world is witnessing is inexcus-
able. Frankly, many of the
pronouncements by this Administration
are outrageous. There is no other word.

“Yet this chamber is hauntingly si-
lent. On what is possibly the eve of hor-
rific infliction of death and destruction
on Iraq - a population of which over 50
per cent is under the age of 15 - this
chamber is silent. On what is possibly
only days before we send thousands of
our own citizens to face chemical and
biological warfare, this chamber is si-
lent. On the eve of what could be vicious
terrorist retaliation for our attack on
Iraq, it is business as usual in the United
States Senate.

“We are sleepwalking through his-
tory. In my heart of hearts I pray this
great nation and its trusting citizens are
not in for the rudest of awakenings. I
truly question any president who can
say that a massive, unprovoked military
attack on a nation which is over 50 per
cent children is ‘in the highest moral
traditions of our country’. Our mistake
was to put ourselves in a corner so
quickly. Our challenge is to find a grace-
ful way out of a box of our own making.”

Remember, this is a veteran Ameri-
can politician, not some eloquent Aus-
tralian peacenik. It is political
speech-making of the highest quality
and courage. If Howard or Crean ever
said anything similar we’d embrace
them for their wise, expansive
leadership.

Instead, by comparison, we do truly
have pygmies.
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The World Bank Bastards
The World Bank stated that Australia was the wealthiest country in the world

(“The Australian”, 18 September 1995). It was leaked to Austand that this an-
nouncement was most unpopular. It would not help their manipulation of
money, services and the New World Order.

The Labor Party cannot function properly unless they make some decisions.

But now it’s probably
one of the most successful product
promotions in the world. But we hap-
pen to think that it is highway robbery,
and that’s why the WTO is behind it. In
the last issue of OZNEWS we featured
an article on “Leasing the Rain”, ex-
posing the leading multinationals Vi-
vendi Environment, Suez (French) and
Bechtel Corporation (USA) who are
the major players.

So this product comes to us out of
thin air and it’s not beyond the realms
of possibility that they will be trying to
make air a commodity.

If there was a worthwhile world
government or if the United Nations
was doing its job as laid down, the
people doing this – making a com-
modity out of it and calling it their
own, and enforcing poor people in par-
ticular of dying of thirst (and that is not
untrue, as you would know) – they
would be put in gaol.

In the first place, the company that
took the lead in this development was
Du Pont. As we said in an article we
wrote on this subject approximately
ten years ago, big outfits like Du Pont
and others are constantly on the trail
of new ways to make money. And
some smart young marketing man-
ager in their team brought it up and
said, here’s how we can make a lot of
money with very little effort. We will
merchandise water. He was obviously
asked how the hell can you do that,
and what effect will it have, but that
hasn’t made any difference to these
people. They will do anything to make
a fast buck. So they set about putting
the squeeze on. Simple things.
Working with the WTO they took hold
of the councils throughout the world
and told them that no-one should
catch water on their own property. And
they got away with it, because they
created a picture that stored water is
dangerous to drink. Well anyone who
thinks about that knows only too well
that wells holding drinking water have
been around for centuries. This writer

is prepared to break this law of not al-
lowing storage of water on your own
property. We have been catching our
own water for 13 years, so that we
don’t have to drink the stuff that co-
mes out of our taps. Proof? But this is
against the Council’s rules. They will
have all sorts of reasons why you can’t
do it, but none of them (no pun
meant) will hold water.

They
drive brand new cars every year and
look important.

Of course
it’s right. Complicated? Yes. But these
are the things that go on in our
country.

As most people know today, most
of our water supply is privatised. This
is a hell of a good deal for any inves-
tor. The initial costs of renewing pipes
and items of that nature is minimal.
And if properly constructed, the pump-
ing requirement is not a big invest-
ment. So when they’ve set it up, they
sit back and collect the money. The
only moving parts in the whole opera-
tion would all be in their cash register.

It’s only in the last 7 or 8 years
have you seen people walking around
with plastic water bottles. It’s almost a
fashion. A PR campaign can do almost
anything if it’s well-planned! I don’t
know what the hell people did before
Du Pont brought out their plastic bot-
tles. And just imagine how much they
are making in that area – apart from
the water! And just imagine what
those plastic bottles do to our

environment as they float around – all
unnecessary!

Sure, there is a shortage of water
in Australia and it has been most evi-
dent in the last few years. All we can
say to the farmers who try to defend
themselves against drought, is don’t
let anyone tell you that you can’t have
a dam here or you can’t have that wa-
ter free if it comes from your own prop-
erty. As far as this writer knows, the
sky above your property is partially
yours, particularly when it’s raining.
And like everything in this world, the
necessities we have must be cared
for. If you don’t, you suffer.

Don’t take any notice of the mil-
lions of bureaucrats that clog our very
existence. This is something we will be
talking about more and more. Our
country cannot afford to have this sort
of waste.

Now to get down to some of the
finer points on this matter, Bill Mar-
sden collected a lot of worthwhile
facts and published them in “The
Age”, 3 February 2003. In actual fact,
this article was passed on to us by our
wonderful cartoonist, W E Green
(WEG).

(South Africa) “In 1998, local
councils had begun taking steps to
commercialise their waterworks by
forcing residents to pay the full cost of
drinking water. But many of the mil-
lions of people living in the tin-roof
slums of the region could not afford
the rates. Cut off at the tap, they were
forced to find water in streams, ponds
and lakes polluted with manure and
human waste. By January 2002, when
the worst cholera epidemic in South
Africa’s history ended, it had infected
more than 250,000 people and killed
almost 300, spreading as far as Jo-
hannesburg, 500 kilometres away.”

It is interesting to note that “A
year-long investigation by the Interna-

tional Consortium of Investigative

Journalists (ICIJ) a project of the Cen-

tre for Public Integrity in Washington,

showed that the world’s three largest

water companies, France’s Suez and

Vivendi Environment, and Brit-

ish-based Thames Water, owned by
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Germany’s REW AG, have, since

1990, expanded into every region of

the world.

Three other companies, Saur of

France, and United Utilities of Eng-

land, working in conjunction with

Bechtel of the United States, have

also successfully secured interna-

tional drinking water contracts. But

their size pales in comparison with

that of the big three.

The investigation shows that these

companies have often worked closely

with the World Bank, lobbying govern-

ments and international trade and

standards organisations for changes

in legislation and trade agreements to

force the privatisation of public

waterworks.”

These consortia making so much
money out of water seem to have di-
vided the world up conveniently. For
instance, the Brits are very strong in
Australian water control (privatisation)
and of course the real money-maker
in the consumer volume of water is in
companies like du Pont.

What does it mean to you Austra-
lians? It means you have to be con-
scious of water and how it can affect
your future if someone else gets hold
of it. And three of Australia’s big ene-
mies, the WTO (supported by our

foreign government, of course) and
the World Bank are using it to force
more people into their hands. Not for-
getting the IMF, of which you all
should be reminded – and which han-
dles our loans and is creaming the top
off any profit this country makes.

For critics of privatisation, how-
ever, the essential issue is not water
itself, but access to water. And the key
to access is control – who has their
hands on the tap.

A complaint laid by Cy d’Oliveira against the Labor

Party of Australia – Liberal Party of Australia – National

(Country) Party of Australia
We ACCUSE THE Labor Party of Curtin’s government,

that in London on 29.10.1946, an Income Tax (Interna-
tional Agreement) was signed in duplicate in London be-
tween Hugh Dalton (for the UK Government) and John A

This Treaty under Article VI states “Any dividend paid to a
United Kingdom resident by a company which is a United
Kingdom resident shall be exempted from Australian tax.”

SECRETIVE GATS NEGOTIATIONS
AN INSULT TO THE PUBLIC

Today’s release of a Government
discussion paper on the GATS is an in-
sult to the Australian public. After six
months of closed-door discussions the
Government has finally revealed it has
received requests from 22 countries to
open up Australian service industries to
foreign competition. Yet these requests
were received by the Government more
than six months ago and have been hid-
den from the public. They include re-
quests in areas vital to the job security
of Australian families such as educa-
tion, health, postal, telecommunica-
tions, energy, transport and film and
television services. The requests also
appear to threaten the public provision
of affordable education, health, tele-
phone, postal and transport services.
Belatedly the Government, facing a La-
bor-initiated Senate Inquiry into its se-
cretive handling of the GATS
negotiations, is giving the public only a
few weeks to comment before it lodges
its offer in response to these requests.
Labor is calling on the Government not
to make any firm offers under the GATS
until the Senate Inquiry has been com-
pleted and the public has been properly
consulted. Comments on the discus-
sion paper are invited by Friday, 24 Feb-
ruary 2003, to The Director, Service
Trade Negotiations, Office of Trade Ne-
gotiations, Department of Foreign Af-
fairs & Trade, Barton, ACT 0221 or by
e-mail to: services.negotia-
tions@dfat.gov.au.

Thank you for the copy of ALP press

release on GATS.
What is not disclosed in this release

is that GATS was originally signed into
force over Australia by a Labor Govern-
ment in 1994-95.

To date GATS has been brought to
the attention of the a limited number of
the public and in fact the attention of
members of Parliament, whom it has
been found, had no idea of the ongoing
GATS negotiations, all as a direct result
of one man’s persistent efforts, and the
few who got behind those efforts to

expose the treachery involved. This per-
sistence led to the Public Meeting. Per-
sistence pays. Let us all, Australia-wide
persist with a campaign to first expose
and then GET-out-of-GATS

The Port Macquarie public meeting
was held on Friday 7 February, the pro-
ceeding were recorded on audio and
video, copies of which will be available
to the general public shortly. See and
hear what the Minister and others said
and how questions from some of the
400 people present were answered.

The bottom line is, the efforts of a
relative few concerned citizens have ex-
posed a very secret government opera-
tion designed to transfer control of
trade in services to a few multinational
cartels. This initial exposure does not
mean that is the end of the treachery,
exposure is one thing stopping the
treachery is another.

As we’ve always said, tax is the

linchpin that holds the Treasury depart-
ment together. If the tax system were
changed, the Treasury would be elimi-
nated. So would the tax department,
probably the Reserve Bank and our gov-
ernment would suddenly be in disarray.

Melbourne community radio station in 5
February 2003 with Mr Ian Henke, law-
yer. For a long time, he has been grap-
pling with the exact disciplines of our
Constitution. In the past there has been
some changes made that affect the
Queen’s control over our country. In
simple terms, he has positive proof that
our current laws and our constitution

will be put into disarray. Seems incredi-
ble – nevertheless the facts are about to
be announced. It all circulates around
the Queen and her authority.

The Queen will no longer be able to
sign any documents relating to
Australia.

Matters before the British High Court
on 6th March 2003

Matters before the British High
Court on 6th March 2003, went in a
quickly unexpected and “modified” di-
rection. However, events took place
that were substantially to the benefit of
the continuation of these cases in the
immediate future.

We knew that people would be un-
able to find the case listed in the British
High Court, because we deliberately
didn’t disclose the names of the Plain-
tiffs or Defendants in this action, for
strategic and the plaintiffs personal
safety reasons.

We ask you to appreciate, that the
people behind this action, are now at
the final stages of some 30 years work,
in their having researched the invalidity
of the current abdicated de facto Aus-
tralian government, and subsequently
they have no intention of allowing us tell
the whole world what their legal argu-
ment strategies are in advance of any
case.

The case was heard in its first stage,
on 6th March, before the highest court
in Britain, before the Lords of Appeal,

who are all Members of the House of
Lords. This court operates between all 5
divisions of the British High Court, and
the House of Lords itself. The Law Lords
of the House of Appeal are at the very
peak of the United Kingdom’s Court
system.

The majority of the case could not
proceed as planned, as the Law Lords
explained that they had a parliamentary
procedure, that required them to pro-
cess Bills put before them, in the strict
chronological sequence in which they
are presented to them by the House of
Commons.

An urgent and suspiciously rushed
“Crown Employment Nationality Bill”,
was introduced into British Parliament
on 28th January 2003. Its second read-
ing was three days later, and by the
14th February 2003, it had already
passed its second reading debate
stage. This was the Bill that caused
changes to the Australian Constitution
case, unknowingly scheduled for just
20 days after the presentation of this
rushed Bill.

Disguised and hidden cleverly in this
25 clause Bill, was clause 3, which
made changes to the 300 year old Act
of Settlement, a change which the Law
Lords advised would be substantially
beneficial to the ongoing case pre-
sented to them by Geoffrey Robertson
QC on behalf of the People of Australia.

This hidden change, effectively
meant that as of the 14th February
2003, any future appointment of a Brit-
ish Monarch, no longer requires them to
be of Church of England religious
persuasion.

More importantly to the Australian
Constitution case, is that the changed
Bill now indisputably states:

1. King George V, who died in Janu-
ary 1936, was the last British Monarch
lawfully recognised as being King of
England and Australia. 2. King George
VI, who was coronated in December
1936, (the Father of Queen Elizabeth
II), was the first in a continuing line of
British Monarchs, who would now have
only a titular title with respect to Austra-
lia. This means that from the date of the
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coronation of King George VI, neither
the British Parliament or any future Brit-
ish Monarch will have any Executive Au-
thority over Australia, as Australia well
before 1936, by way of various British
enactments, was clearly recognised by
Britain and the rest of the world, as no
longer being one of Britain’s Colonies.

This means, that the claim by the de
facto Australian Government and Aus-
tralian Legal Profession, who fantasise
their claim that Queen Elizabeth II is the
Head of Australia’s government and le-
gal/court systems, is nonsense! Queen
Elizabeth II never had Executive Author-
ity over Australia, as that authority
ceased with the death of her Grandfa-
ther, King George V in January 1936,
and was later re-confirmed by way of
her Father King George VI’s appoint-
ment to the throne of England, and his
titular appointment as King of Australia.

An interesting question that some
learned readers of our Principality of
Camside website may be asking at this
stage, is how did the illegal (by way of
their own written admission), ATO (Aus-
tralian Taxation Office), obtain a Royal
Assent signature on their Australian
Taxation Assessment Bill in June 1936?
Was it the ghost of King George V that
signed it into law, or did King George VI
sign it 6 months prior to his coronation?

The ATO is about to have that matter
explained to them very shortly, as the
various court cases continue before the
High Courts of Britain, and as various
high ranking Australian government offi-
cials, ministers and commissioners, are
called before the British courts to an-
swer charges of Treason.

The Bill currently before the Lords of
Appeal, which is to be passed at the
next sitting of British Parliament, has al-
ready wiped out the only possible use by
British officials, of the Treason and Fel-
ony Bill of 1824, which they otherwise
may have used, in order to have inter-
fered with the otherwise smooth pass-
ing of the Australian Constitution case.

The passing of the above Bill on
14th February 2003, now eliminates by
law, any question or doubt that there

has been no Executive Authority, by
either the British Parliament or its ap-
pointed public servant Queen Elizabeth
II, with specific respect to Australia. This
Executive Authority was removed from
the future Monarchs of England before
she was coronated.

In a follow up radio interview with
Ian Henke on 11th March 2003, the in-
terviewer asks Ian the following closing
question:

“So in relation to the Australian
Constitution, and your case, just
quickly, where does that stand now,
where do we head to from here?"

Ian Henke replied:
“... the kind of barriers that would

prevent us charging ahead with our ac-
tion, have now been removed, it turns
out as of about the 14th February
2003, the barriers are down, the barri-
ers are gone, and we’re now in a posi-
tion to be able to move very hard and
very fast, against a number of officials
here [Australia], in a way that is going to
make their life very, very uncomfortable.
Now they’ve been making our lives un-
comfortable for years, the “boots now
about to be on the other foot.” The
things that could have proved, the big
road blocks, legal road blocks, that
could have been used by a desperate
bureaucracy, will no longer work, be-
cause the Act that they could have used
to do it, is gone."

Since I put out my email on this
matter numbered G089, I have re-
ceived hundreds of telephone calls and
1,000’s of emails of support. Not sur-
prisingly and pleasantly, I have had tele-
phone conversations with members of
the Governments and Military of Can-
ada and New Zealand in particular, who
find themselves in the same predica-
ment of inquiry as Australia. They are
watching our outcome eagerly.

Unfortunately there are always
some Australian idiots and traitors, that
are hell-bent on spoiling any attempt by
dedicated freedom fighters, and who
have put ridiculous unsubstantiated
claims on the Internet, insinuating that
this 6th March court case was a hoax.

It is interesting to note also, that this
nonsense was recently promoted by the
defunct and abdicated Caledonia Aus-
tralis, by their abdicated and recently
released, Governor, who has been cool-
ing his heels in jail for the last month.
He really didn’t waste any time setting
up his next deception and scam did he?

It never ceases to amaze me, how
silly people can be who believe such

done any due diligence, or who have
not even applied any commonsense.

In America, the highest tax
bracket is 38.6% and that kicks in
not at $60,000 Australian dollars,
but $523,000 Australian dollars.
Our top tax rate: 48.5%
New Zealand: 39%
Singapore: 26%
Hong Kong: 17%

Mind you, some of these countries
have other taxes on top of that.

But so do we. In spades. Access
Economics now say that 1.42 million

taxpayers in Australia are on the top
rate. 270,000 more than when the new
scale was introduced in the year 2000.

I saw a piece at the weekend, which
was an interesting statement on all of
this. When Arthur Fadden was Treasurer
in 1954, the top tax rate cut in at 17.7
times average weekly earnings. Now the
top tax rate cuts in at 1.3 times average
weekly earnings. It can’t be far down

the track before Australians rise in

revolt against all of this. The whole

tax system has to be thrown out. We

have to start again. And we could

begin by investigating the merit of a

simple expenditure tax.

More than 20 countries have asked Australia to open its
health, education and postal services to overseas competi-
tion and to drop its foreign investment restrictions.

The requests are part of World Trade Organisation (WTO)
negotiations for the General Agreement on Trade in Services
(GATS) - one of the most controversial aspects of trade
liberalisation.

Although Australia does not have to agree to such de-
mands, it shows that the Federal Government is under pres-
sure to make considerable concessions.

Among the requests revealed in a discussion paper re-
leased yesterday by the Department of Foreign Affairs and
Trade are to:

� End foreign investment restrictions, including that two di-
rectors of public companies must be resident in Australia.

� Drop limits on foreigners operating in postal, courier and
express post services, including one request to end the gov-

ernment monopoly, via Australia Post, of small letters
delivery.

� Open up secondary, higher and specialised education to
foreign competition.

� Halt testing of work credentials of foreign service provid-
ers seeking admission to Australia.

� Improve access for foreigners to the health services mar-
ket.

Labor’s trade spokesman, Craig Emerson, said the dis-
cussion paper was an “insult to the Australian public”.

“The requests appear to threaten the public provision of
affordable education, health, telephone, postal and trans-
port services," he said.

However, the acting Minister for Trade, John Anderson,
said the release of the paper showed the Government was
consulting with stakeholders as it negotiates the new trade
round.

Australia has until the end of March to respond to the re-
quests and provide an initial offer on GATS to the WTO.

Assoc. report, the Reserve Bank of Australia.

A 1% Debits Tax on every daily withdrawal
transaction would generate $ 520 Billion per
year in Tax Revenue.

Income Tax will be abolished and workers
Net Pay will consist of their Gross Wage less
the current 8% Superannuation levy.

Example: Employees earning a gross sal-
ary of $1,000 per week will contribute 8%
($80) as a Superannuation levy (towards their
retirement fund), and will take home their Net
Income of $ 920.00.

The cost to the employer will only be $10
(1% of the wages payment withdrawal).

If the employees spend their full Net Income,
the Debit Tax will only be $9.20 (1% of their
withdrawals/expenditure).

Superannuation would no longer be paid by
the employer, generating a saving for the em-
ployer of $ 70 (per employee) a week using the
above example. The employer is currently paying
8% Super which is $80 per week; a 1% Debit
Tax (i.e. $ 10) will equal the saving of $70 per
week per employee.

Employees will contribute 8% of their earn-
ings to a Superpension Fund established and
controlled by the Government. This money
shall remain the investment of the employees
and shall remain in Australia to generate more
business and jobs for Australians and guaran-
teeing a better return on these investments pro-
viding for a richer retiring population. The
employees will have 92% of their total income to
spend the other 8% invested in their own Super
fund at a cost of only 1% of their total withdraw-
als/expenditure. Their costs of living will be re-
duced and their savings increased as there will
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no longer be any Income Tax, and therefore
no more Income Tax Returns.

The Government will be generating 3 times
more revenue as well as saving billions in tax col-
lecting costs. All revenue shall be done electron-
ically on a daily basis providing the Government
a cash flow it has never previously had. The Na-
tional Debt will be eradicated, a National Devel-
opment Bank will be established, (similar to the
now defunct Commonwealth Development
Bank), business will flourish, employment will
grow, the underprivileged will be better looked
after,(as with Health Care, Pension and Welfare
recipients, a GST Exempt card will be issued)
and the government will be able to build a
wealthy and prosperous nation.

The Debit Tax will have a great appeal to small
and large business as well as to Multinationals
and foreign investors. They will no longer have to
pay Company Tax nor Superannuation, nor will
they have to pay tax on shareholders earnings as
all income taxes will be abolished. This system
will automatically abolish the International In-
come Tax Agreement (the Double Taxation Act)
as it will no longer be required.

It was our current Government, under instruc-
tions from the Treasury, which imposed the GST
on the people of this country as its New Tax Re-
form Policy. Now is the time for the people to

demand the abolishment of the Income Tax
and the establishment of the 1% Debit Tax in
its place, for a fairer tax system and a wealthier
country.

Alan Jones, Sydney radio king, gave us all the
full bottle on tax. And in essence he was refer-
ring to the 1 per cent E-tax. Regardless, we
thank him for the support. It has to happen. One
expression he used which this writer had not
heard, was very descriptive of what Australians,
young and old, are putting up with now - the
enormous pressure of tax. And he stated in a
very simple way: This means that most people
are paying tax on January, February, March,
April, May and most of June – almost a whole
year is taxed ahead. And it is interesting to note
“The Australian” claims we are rich on paper, but
welfare struggling. And it doesn’t take a rocket
scientist to work out why. Partly it’s because the
average digger is a survivor and the black market
is a substantial part of the cake. And it acts like a
cushion. Consumer products can still be bought
in volume and most retailers will tell you that
they have bought with cash to beat the GST. And
many services are paid for the same way. The
Government has set out to rob Australians, and
that’s a simple fact. It is obviously losing more of
its available tax income as it increases the
pressure.

THE GREAT AUSTRALIANS—
A Report from the Chairman

We, The
Great Austra-
lians have

been infiltrated. We are probably not
telling you anything new. We’ve already
heard it back from some of our mem-
bers. Please do not become upset
about it – we should have it under con-
trol in a few weeks. It’s a compliment.

The Liberal Party realises that our
copy line - LIBERAL AND LABOR ARE
FOREIGN-CONTROLLED – should, in
practice, destroy them. It’s a great copy
line and it’s based on facts – we can
support it in many ways. They are work-
ing for foreigners. They are doing what
the Treasury Department, the Austra-
lian agency for foreigners, has as their
hidden agenda, and they bring it out
whenever it is necessary.

So that you understand the back-
ground of this infiltration, they used
similar tactics to stop One Nation, in the
form of David Oldfield.

Enthusiasm within our party, mixed
with determination, has left our flank
open. So that this is clear to you, our
Company Secretary and Chairman sat
at the controls day after day and raised
well over the number of members that
we needed to qualify for registration for
the last election. It was a hell of a bat-
tle, and at the same time we were grap-
pling with Electoral Commission. We
found them friendly and quite often
helpful. But we knew that the Liberal
Minister for electoral matters was
watching our path carefully. They kept
on changing the rules, asking us to in-
clude d.o.b. and various other items
and as you know, they moved the date
of the election at the last minute. The
Great Australians was formally regis-
tered as an electoral party on 13 De-
cember 2001.

What candidates we did get in had
to stand as independents and did rea-
sonably well. Terry Hyland almost won a
seat. But of course, with all their mas-
sive advertising and us with none,

virtually, it was a lay-down misere for
Liberal and Labor.

In the last few weeks before the
election, we appointed a Party Leader
whose task was to supervise all elector-
ates throughout Australia. I thought it
was very strange that he didn’t call up
the media, so I insisted that he do so,
pointing out that tax was the greatest
benefit that we could offer immediately
and to concentrate on that. And he did-
n’t even mention it.

His appointment was a verbal com-
mitment but when the smoke cleared
we had time to organise ourselves and
plan for the next national election. I re-
minded Mr Stewart of his task and the
magnitude of it, but he hardly moved
out of Sydney, other than to come to
our meeting in Noosa - the Conference
was held on 27-28 July 2002.

Again at this meeting I detected
similar problems. We presented our
campaign which was basically the same
as foreign controlled parties. We hadn’t
quite honed the copy at that point. And
when I made the presentation of the
copy, including the back-up copy of the
“Crack of the Whip” commercial, he
didn’t mention either. I might say prior
to this he had sent up a plan for our
meeting and it was all stuff like “the vi-
sion for the future”, etc. We promptly
sent it back to him and said we’ll look
after the marketing and copy approach
in future.

After the meeting I felt that we had
not made it clear what we were selling.
He seemed to have his mind on other
things. And when he got back to Sydney
he returned to his mahogany foxhole for
three or four months and did nothing.
He certainly didn’t go out into the field.
And when we insisted he do, the closest
branch to him didn’t want to see him.
So I thought it was time to change him
over. And I explained to him on the
phone that he had no hope of doing the
job we asked him to do in the promo-
tional area or in the leadership area. I
found it strange when he pleaded to me
to stay on the job. He gave no reasons
or hope in the future, so I said “Well
look that’s the end mate, we’re going to
make some changes”. I then confirmed

it with a couple of letters, explaining in
detail how he had let us down.

Suddenly he attacked us! It was a
different Mr Stewart. He had not been
sacked by the Directors, only by me. Ac-
cording to the Constitution I was wrong
– it should have been all the Directors.
But I had discussed it with the people
who mattered. But he got together two
people in Sydney and did exactly what I
did - appointed them. He had no right
to, of course – he was there to lead the
party, not to manage it. I must say that
he pulled every dirty trick in the books –
and skilfully. Our people at Headquar-
ters were caught flat-footed. But most
of the bogies he has put up have fallen
over. And I am ashamed to say that we
have had to call an Annual General
Meeting to rectify the situation – as sim-
ple as that. I have no doubt of the out-
come, for the members have only to
think back a bit and they will realise as
we did, that he did not do his job, and in
my personal view, he was there to stop
us. Like he stopped One Nation.

I knew we were taking a risk when
we hired an ex One Nation person, but I
asked as many as I could and the worst
criticism I got from them was that he
was a “bit tricky” – but I did know that
he was marched out of One Nation un-
ceremoniously, without any comment.

This is not an attack on a person –
it’s pure business, as far as I am con-
cerned. I’ve appointed all our Directors
and he has known that. It was only
when he decided to attack us that he
forgot that, and he forgot the fact that
he had been appointed verbally too – by
me, and not the Directors. You could
put it down to the fact that I spent 50
years in the advertising business. I
thought it was the toughest business in
the world, until I came into politics. I al-
ways appointed the important people in
the place, and we were the most suc-
cessful advertising agency operating
out of Melbourne and Sydney.

Still, the Constitution must be fol-
lowed. I’ve learned a lesson, and I
should thank the people in the
Branches which we formed up here for
their support. I understand from them
they are right behind me.
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Stakeholders and Property Rights
Bevan O’Regan of Moama

Why do farmers and stakeholder
groups try and protect their properties
when they already own their land?

The Green Movement have engi-
neered, through the University of Mel-
bourne a plan that has made farmers
cringe and believe that groups such as
the Department of Land and Water Con-
servation (DLAWC) and Departments of
Natural Resources have somehow been
given authority to challenge property
owners of their property rights.

Somehow a new control system,
“Collaborative Forestry Management”
(CFM) have cleverly pieced together a
team of bureaucrats to join with people
called “stakeholders” (e.g., CWA,
Farmers Groups, Local Government)
into believing it to be a legitimate
organisation.

In NSW this CFM group is using Acts
of Parliament to bluff their way and
frighten developers of farms not to de-
velop at all.

In NSW it is DLAWC and in other
states it is mostly Departments of Natu-
ral Resources.

This renamed DLAWC body in NSW is
using what they believe is an all conquer-
ing Act, “The Native Vegetation and Con-
servation Act 1997” as the instrument to
bludgeon farmers into submission.

This Act is flawed many times. For
instance, Section 50 says farmers can
be forced to incriminate themselves un-
der cross examination by a DLAWC offi-
cer. Utter rubbish! The law books are
dotted with case-laws that say no per-
son can be forced to incriminate
themselves.

Section 61 says that a bureaucrat of
the DLAWC can come onto a property
and demand property records, take
photographs together with soil and
plant samples to be used in evidence
against the farmer.

Again, utter rubbish. The law courts
are again dotted with case-law of would
be and could be government agents
failing to observe the Act of Trespass. A
property owner is still King of his castle.

In NSW there is one DLAWC officer
for every 18 farmers. These officers are
mostly trained at Goulburn’s Police
Academy.

To highlight the lack of understand-
ing, we asked a young female DLAWC

officer to explain schedule 4 of the Act
she was quoting from. Her answer was,
she didn’t know!

Schedule 4 is a very important
clause. It says “The provision does not
operate to effect in a manner prejudicial
to any person the rights of that person
existing before the date of the publica-
tion” This means the government can-
not shift the goal posts.

It also means that Local Govern-
ment with its planning laws and zoning
laws guarantees that the purchaser of
land is automatically given property
rights. These rights in NSW were set in
stone as far back as 1979 with the dec-
laration of the Environmental Planning
and Assessment Act 1979.

What is amazing is that State
Planning in 1979 used a Royal Com-
mission into Lend Tenure as its basis for
continuance of “Property Rights”.

From the pages of this Royal Com-
mission one reads that by implication of
Section 29 of the Magna Carta, the
term “existing use rights” and “continu-
ance of use” is the basis for the state’s
planning.

The use of this 1976 Royal Commis-
sion which incidentally took 3 years to
complete, was implemented in all
states as the core document to protect
property rights.

It is obvious that we as property
owners are being bluffed by “wet behind
the ears” university graduates who have
been hurriedly pushed into these mush-
rooming bureaucracies without knowl-
edge of Common Law. The sad reality is
that the people who should be standing
up for us such as Local Government and
State Parliamentarians are nowhere to
be seen. Property owners should shrug
off this cringing attitude and the next
time they see a bureaucrat driving
around in the back paddock, they
should take the registration number
and report them. There is a protocol for
entering private land. Firstly a notifica-
tion by writing and or go directly to the
main homestead and report. It is about
time that property owners told these
bureaucrats who come onto their prop-
erties that Local Government issues a
zoning certificate. That certificate guar-
antees your “use right”, which then
guarantees your right and access to the
air, soil, water and vegetation on your

property. These officers who dictate
terms other than those of your rights
should be told to “move on”. They have
no right being there.

Australia truly has a rock solid history
of property rights dating back to July
1828 when the Common Law of Eng-
land became domestic law in Australia.

What right have quasi-stakeholder
groups, orchestrated by an even more
quasi-group called the CFM emanating
from Melbourne University, have cause
for property owners to cringe when they
build dams to catch water and clear
trees to grow crops. After all, who owns
the land?

Not only should property owners tell
these CFM stakeholder groups and gov-
ernment officers to “move on”, the
State Forestry Commission who look af-
ter State forests for the Crown should
do likewise. The State Crown Forests
are areas of land set aside by the Crown
for use by its people.

The 800 Magna Carta law, men-
tioned in Sir John Kerr’s Royal Commis-
sion, clearly states that any person can
gather wood for cooking and timber for
their houses free of charge and free of
royalties. This law is active today, and it
came about in the 13th century when
the people held a sword to King John‘s
neck and made him create these laws
for common people.

Crown state forests should not be
made into national parks.

It is quite easy to see these green
movement people are not really about
saving native pastures or the twin tailed
lizards, they are about destroying private
property and ownership and state forests.

With the federal government now in
control of Native Land Title and the ever
increasing national parks, the remain-
ing 13 per cent of freehold land is the fi-
nal goal of those who motivate this
social experiment.

It is interesting to read Ann William-
son’s book of how Russia lost their
property rights and equate that to our
present situation in Australia.

If knowledge be power then let’s use
that knowledge to inform more of our
people of their “rights” and turn around
this intolerable situation and inform bu-
reaucrats they are there to serve and
not there to dictate.

We want to remind you about Greg

Palast’s book, “The Best Democracy
Money Can Buy” – to make sure it sinks
in. This is what the One World Govern-
ment is doing to many nations through-
out the world. Palast risked his life to
expose this situation and had the docu-
ments to prove it, and in a different way,
so did Anne Williamson’s address to the
American Senate entitled “The Rape of
Russia”.

The enormous drought that we are
experiencing right now emphasises the
importance of saving the water that
flows out into the sea. There has to be a
way to turn it around and put it where it
can be used and stop the enormous
waste.

And there is. You will notice that it
appears for the first time in The Great
Australians’ policy.

Going back to the real issue of stop-
ping rubbish and effluent going into the
sea, when it’s proved beyond any doubt
that it can be done, all this waste can
be returned in the form of pure, clean
water and other by-products. Now let’s
get technical: This is how it works and
what it produces in actual fact, and it’s
clear that dotted around our coastline
must be plants that do the job, turning

the waste into water, ethanol and many
other by-products. This is the brainchild
of Cy d’Oliveira, a remarkable man in
many ways.

He will be able to send these arti-
cles to you and it will be an all
Australian operation. All he is looking
for after his years of research is a
backer, someone who has got the
money, and it must be a winner. Ini-
tially you could back the Hervey Bay
operation and then go to other councils
that haven’t been swallowed up by
lesser facilities manufactured by three
or four world companies.

When I was a boy,
the councils used to run on the profit
they made out of water, gas and other
utilities. This is a way to get it back.
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Revolutions are initiated by idealists and taken
over and inherited by opportunists. Beware that
for the sake of a ‘cause’ you are not used up by
men or man.

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George Bush’s Other Poodle

Strange days in Australia. “Paranoia in the lucky coun-
try”, say the headlines in Sydney, “Terror threat grips a na-
tion”. The government of John Howard has issued full-page
advertisements calling on Australians to protect their
“friendly, decent society” from terrorists within by spying on
each other. More than a thousand people have used a hot-
line “to report things”, causing grief to Muslim Australians.
Asked if he thought it better that Muslim women made
themselves “less conspicuous at this time” by not wearing
their traditional headdress, Howard replied: “Obviously.”

Howard’s is the only government in the world willing and
eager to join the Bush/Blair assault on Iraq, a faraway coun-
try that buys Australia’s primary produce and with whom
Australians have no quarrel. For those Australians yet to
succumb to the amnesia of the times, this is all very famil-
iar, evoking a melancholy history of obsequious service to
great power: from the Boxer Rebellion to the Boer war, to
the disaster at Gallipoli, and Korea, Vietnam and the Gulf.

Some years ago, I interviewed an Australian warrant offi-
cer who had served on a CIA-run assassination team in Viet-
nam, and ruefully recalled to me the words of his American
commander. “We really like using you guys,” said the Ameri-
can. “It’s like this: the British have the Gurkhas; we’ve got
the Australians.”

In denying the truth of this humiliating role, and my-
thologising the war fodder of its youth, imperial Australian
elites have kept the public in what a former deputy prime
minister once called “the mushroom club”. “Like mush-
rooms,” he explained, “they are kept in the dark and fed
bullshit.” A vivid example of this is Australia’s current role in
the “war on terror”. Recently, the head of Australia’s version
of the SAS announced that his heroic troops had “helped
break the back of al-Qaeda” in Afghanistan. This amazing
victory, unknown to the rest of the world, was reported with-
out a hint of irony, let alone the truth of what Australian
troops actually did in Afghanistan - kill tribespeople without
knowing who they were.

Mushroom Club citations have been handed out. An
Australian pilot beams from the news pages with his Ameri-
can Bronze Star, awarded for flying Black Hawk helicopter
gunships “in combat”. Untold numbers of innocent Afghan
villagers were killed by these gunship attacks; but that is be-
side the point. The gormless television news begins with
“heart-warming” scenes of Australian sailors being wel-
comed home from the Gulf, where they are “playing a lead-
ing role in the international community enforcing the
sanctions against Saddam”. There is no mention of the hu-
man cost to their fellow human beings, not a word about the
latest, shocking UN State of the World’s Children report that
child mortality in Iraq has tripled since sanctions were
imposed.

Unheard and unheeded by the rest of the world, Howard
is our mouse that roars. Almost anything that falls from the
lips of George Bush or Donald Rumsfeld is repeated by him.
When Bush announced that America would attack any

country as “pre-emptive” action against “those harbouring
terrorists”, Howard chimed in and threatened Australia’s
Asian neighbours with attack, demolishing what was left of
Australia’s diplomatic reputation in its region. None of this
almost comical warmongering is reflected in the public
mood, as far as I can detect. The task of humiliating Eng-
land’s cricketers has been far more important. Moreover,
half the population oppose Australian involvement in an at-
tack on Iraq.

Following the Bali atrocity in October, in which many
young Australians died, what was striking was the public’s
restraint and mood of reflection; a number of relatives of the
dead have since called on Howard not to use the murder of
their loved ones to justify joining an unprovoked attack on
another country.

In contrast, “paranoia” and “threat” are daily media
fare. A Mushroom Club “exclusive” in a Murdoch tabloid,
the Herald Sun, claims that “terrorists train in forests in se-
cret camps” near Melbourne. Australia has the most nar-
rowly based and tightly controlled press in the western
world. Seventy per cent of capital-city newspapers are
owned or dominated by Rupert Murdoch; in Adelaide he
controls everything, including the printing presses. The only
national daily, the Australian, is owned by Murdoch. The
Australian Broadcasting Corporation, directly funded from
Canberra, is routinely intimidated. Much of the rest is
Murdochism by another name.

This is demeaning for Australian democracy, but never
more so than now, when the fabrication of a war atmo-
sphere here surpasses any absurdity spun by Jack Straw.
The foreign editor of the Australian, Greg Sheridan, is not
untypical. Sheridan earned a formidable reputation as an
apologist for the genocidal Suharto regime, mocking the
Australian parliament’s study which revealed that 200,000
East Timorese had died under Suharto’s brutality. Now a
crusader for George W Bush, Sheridan’s work is beyond par-
ody. “Pilgerist Chomskyism is ideologically fuelling the fol-
lowers of Osama Bin Lenin, sorry, Laden,” he announced
last month. “Travelling recently in south-east Asia,” he
wrote, “I was struck by how often, in the offices of Islamist
activists and fellow-travellers, I saw the works of Noam
Chomsky, and somewhat less often our own John Pilger
[who] provide the Islamists with much of their interpretive
narrative of the west.” News of this two-man conspiracy was
displayed over most of a page and illustrated by a carica-
tured Muslim swatting away “facts” while reading
Chomsky’s books and my own.

On other forms of “terror”, closer to home, the hysteria
is different. Imprisoned behind razor wire in some of the
most hostile terrain on earth, in what, by any definition, are
concentration camps, are refugees who have committed no
crime. Many are from Iraq and Afghanistan, the countries to
which Howard is prepared to send troops “in the cause of
freedom”. The racism is self-evident. Mandatory detention
does not apply to the thousands of Britons and other Euro-
peans who overstay their visas.
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The conservative former prime minister Malcolm Fraser
has described these camps as “hell-holes”. Australians
caught a glimpse of their horrors when an ABC programme
told the story of a six-year-old Iranian boy. Having spent a
quarter of his life behind the wire of Woomera camp in the
South Australian desert, he witnessed desperate adults set
themselves on fire and a suicidal man slashing himself. Si-
lent and depressed, he refused food and drink and sat day
after day, drawing pictures of razor wire. The Catholic Com-
mission for Justice, Development and Peace has described
conditions in the camps as “institutional child abuse”.

When the head of the United Nations Working Group on
Arbitrary Detention, Louis Joinet, was finally allowed to visit
Woomera and other camps, he said he had not seen a more
gross abuse of human rights in more than 40 inspections of
mandatory facilities around the world. The minister
responsible for the camps, Philip Ruddock, once boasted to
me that Aboriginal infant mortality was “only” three times
that of white children. The Howard government opposes the
protocol designed to strengthen the UN Convention Against
Torture. Alexander Downer, the foreign minister, unwittingly
explained why. He said he did not like the idea of UN
officials from the Committee Against Torture arriving
unannounced to inspect its refugee detention camps.

Racism is never far from the surface in Australian
politics. John Howard promoted a “One Australia”
movement in the 1980s, the precursor of Pauline Hanson’s
campaign, with its veiled white-supremacist message. After
years of political failure, he took power in 1996, the
beneficiary of an extraordinary public cynicism towards a
succession of Labor governments whose spin and betrayal
of those known here as “true believers” are acknowledged
by Blairites in Britain as prototypes.

Howard is now lauded in the media for his “political
skills”. Having waged a war of attrition against the Aboriginal
people, denying them universal land rights and incurring a
shaming judgement of racism from the UN committee on
discrimination, Australian government policy is clearly
directed at exploiting the “threat” of non-European refugees
- when, by any measure, there is no threat. Some 4,000
asylum-seekers arrive illegally by boat in Australia every
year, one of the lowest figures in the world.

During the last election campaign, in October 2001, it
has since been revealed, Howard and his ministers lied
about refugees throwing their children into the sea, an
incident that was presented as evidence of their
inhumanity. His re-election was credited to this “tough
stand”. While he was telling his favoured radio talkback
bigots why it was kind to be tough, a leaking boat on its way
to Australia took 353 people to their deaths - including 150
children. Known only as the Siev-X, it was overloaded with
Iraqi refugees and in Australian waters, although the
government disputes this.

An inquiry by the Australian senate last March disclosed
that the Australian navy had extensive prior knowledge that
the Siev-X was in a perilous state. In other words, the
people on board could have been saved. In April, Rear
Admiral Geoffrey Smith, commander of the

navy’s “border protection” department, testified three
times under oath that he knew nothing about the boat until
it had sunk. Jane Halton, a special adviser to the prime

minister on asylum-seekers, made the same denial. Then
on 22 May, the commander of Australia’s Coastwatch re-
vealed that the navy had known all along the boat’s date of
departure, its intended destination, unseaworthiness and
gross overcrowding. Smith hurriedly retracted his original
denial, and on 15 June, Admiral Chris Ritchie, the incoming
chief of the navy, admitted that the boat “never came within
our search area and we did not change our search area spe-
cifically to look for [it]”.

It is questionable whether the navy let the ship sink, but
what is clear is that Australia’s defence forces have become
immersed in corrupt, callous and racist policy designed to
keep the Howard government in power. Navy personnel
have been ordered to act as jailers; and prior to their ac-
credited heroics in Afghanistan, Australian SAS troops were
sent into action against a Norwegian ship whose captain
had rescued asylum-seekers from drowning in Australian
waters. A handful of tenacious journalists have told these
stories for as long they can, but a consensual silence inevi-
tably descends on what George Orwell called “smelly little
orthodoxies”. The price Australians are paying for this si-
lence and compliance is not immediately obvious in these
midsummer days. But Australian social democracy, which
was achieved by the struggle of the ordinary people of my
parents’ and grandparents’ generations, is being subverted
if not dismantled. (The minimum wage, an eight-hour work-
ing day, pensions, child benefits, the secret ballot were all
won first in Australia.)

A “free trade” treaty with the United States is being ne-
gotiated, mostly in secret, giving the Americans a version of
the one-sided North American Free Trade Agreement and
de facto legal control over everything from Australia’s quar-
antine laws and the pricing of drugs to the spread of geneti-
cally modified food and the content of Australian television.
There is virtually no public discussion about this surrender of
sovereignty.

And as the Bush gang destroys America’s Bill of Rights,
so the Howard gang follows suit with, as Scott Burchill of
Deakin University in Melbourne wrote, “confected wars
against imaginary or exaggerated threats [as] an effective
tool of social conformity and a powerful antidote to political
dissent”. In a land plentiful with academics, Burchill is one
of a handful who have dared speak out. As for the federal
Labor opposition, its mostly invisible leader, Simon Crean,
has commended the CIA’s assassination of “terrorist sus-
pects”. With no public scrutiny, the Labor government of
New South Wales is enacting legislation that gives its police
force totalitarian powers in the “war on terror”. No longer,
says a bill being rushed through parliament, can police be-
haviour “be challenged, reviewed, quashed or called into
question on any grounds whatsoever before any court, tribu-
nal, body or person in any legal proceedings”.

The great American sage Mark Twain loved Australia. He
described it as “a place where the ordinary man is king, or
thinks he is”. In The Mysterious Stranger (1916), Twain also
wrote about “statesmen [who] invent cheap lies, putting the
blame upon the nation that is attacked, and every man will
be glad of these conscience-soothing falsities . . . and will
thank God for the better sleep he enjoys after this process of
grotesque self-deception”.

ary/March issue, in an article headed
“The Bush Cheney Drug Empire” –
Bush’s family involvement in drug
running is an open secret. Dick
Cheney’s direct link to a global drug
pipeline through a US construction
company is less well-known. One
must speculate whether these people
had time to think of the serious is-
sues of running the country, with their
commitments in rotten businesses
like these.

And according to John Pilger, Cali-

fornia is the drug centre of the world
these days. He should know – he
seems to have spent quite a bit of
time there. But I get the impression
he is moving out, like a lot of others.

The Media Magnates

(Magnets) Of The World
Anyhow back to the business of

advertising, Steve Chase quit as
Chairman and CEO of AOL – leaving
his successor one of the toughest
jobs in business. AOL Time Warner’s
stocks have fallen sharply since the
January 2001 merger – from $56.60
to $14.81 – a $200 billion collapse.
It will be up to CEO Dick Parsons to
turn the company around – one of the
toughest turnaround tasks in corpo-
rate America. Suddenly the advertis-
ing doesn’t turn up – what do you do?
The investments in this company in-
volve expensive electronic equip-
ment, buildings and people. Back in
the advertising agencies, the people
who are not creating the advertising
are easily expendable.

AOL in America is the biggest me-
dia outfit, followed by Murdoch. Both
have had a tough time and this is a
rare occurrence. For media compa-
nies are only affected by ups and
downs of markets. And it’s all been
down since Bush poked his finger at
the world and said I’m going to shoot
you to bits. That blew the Stock Ex-
change. That blew business. And as
Greg Palast told you, the Enron and
other disasters in America were not
only on the surface – they were deep
down in the Stock Exchange.

It’s reasonable to assume that
America will take a long time to re-
cover financially. And it will take years
for America to get out of this problem.
And it’s affecting the rest of the
world.

Murdoch’s story is somewhat dif-
ferent. His father was Manager of the
“Herald and Weekly Times”, a really
charming man.

“The Australian”. We used to meet
and have lunch in the Windsor Hotel
in Melbourne. By this time we were a
fairly substantial advertising agency
in Melbourne and Sydney. As every-
one knows, his success was extraor-
dinary. He worked like a demon and
having partly established his paper,
he was off to London and to New
York. In both these cities he looked to
develop an empire. To the point
where he changed his citizenship so
that he could consummate a deal
with a number of American TV opera-
tors and magazine operators. And he
still remains American. He weathered
a tremendous strike at Wapping in
the UK where his printing works were
located – helped by Maggie Thatcher
– probably tempting her with media
coverage! Rupert was no slouch.
He’d do anything to expand his or-
ganisation. More recently, he
changed his marital status – he mar-
ried an attractive Chinese girl and has
fathered further offspring. At the
same time he has established a con-
siderable TV network in China, the
channel called Xing Kong Wei Shi
(Starry Sky) and the leading cable TV
channel in India, Star Plus. This infor-
mation is from his opposition news
source, Time Magazine.

Despite bureaucratic “road-
blocks” in China, he is making some
progress.

Naturally enough, I tried to get
Murdoch interested in the fact that
foreign companies were not paying
tax, (of course he would be foreign by
that time) and to help his old country
to get out of the clutches of the Trea-
sury Department who controls tax in
Australia, and forces our Government
to follow an agenda which is laid
down by the new world order.

The money is in the pipeline. This
special AUSTAND briefing paper shows
how the Carpet Baggers have taken
control of water, our most precious re-
source, and how our government here
in Australia is helping the money flow for
them.

The World Bank, the United Nations
and ten of the worlds most powerful
Transnational Corporations are turning
the world’s water resources into an eco-
nomic commodity, to be bought and
traded, just like Coca-Cola. They have
formed three key organisations, the
World Water Council, the World Water
Commission and the Global Water Part-
nership. Together, these organisations
are working to ensure we pay for every
drop of water that we use, Their goal is
nothing less than a move to full cost
pricing of water services world wide.
This has grave implications for each of
us.

Background:
In 1996, the First World Water Fo-

rum was held in Marrakech. This Forum
‘mandated’ – there’s that word again -
the World Water Council to develop a
World Water Vision.

The World Water Council was
co-sponsored by the following Carpet
Baggers: the United Nations Food and
Agriculture Organisation (FAO), Organi-
zation of American States (OAS), United
Nations Development Programme
(UNDP), United Nations Environment
Programme (UNEP), UNESCO, UNICEF,
United Nations University (UNU), World
Health Organization (WHO), World Me-
teorological Organization (WMO), and
the World Bank.

In March 1998, the International
Conference on Water and Sustainable
Development was held in Paris. At this
meeting, the World Water Council pre-
sented two documents:

� The background document “Water in
the 21 st Century,” and

� The “Proposed Framework for the
Long-term Vision for Water, Life and

theEnvironment“.
In July 1998, a brainstorming meet-

ing (like a sales meeting) was held in
Washington, DC, and the idea of form-
ing a World Commission on Water in the
21st Century was born. The Commis-
sion was formed under the Chairman-
ship of Dr. Ismail Serageldin, Chairman
of the Global Water Partnership, Gover-
nor of the World Water Council, and
Vice-President of the World Bank. See
box for full listing of the Commission
members.

These are the people that swan
around in super jets sipping martinis,
planning our future.

Their Vision For Our

Future
The World Water Commission for the

21st Century then set about developing
what it calls a Water Vision for the year
2025. This is their dream - and our
nightmare - of how water will be allo-
cated and used in the coming years.
The key argument in the Vision is that
water must be treated as an economic
good because of it’s scarcity. It has only
become scarce because they say it has.
The Vision recommends that consum-
ers be charged the full cost of providing
water services. That is, every person,
every business and every farmer, should
pay the full cost of obtaining the water
we use and the full cost of collecting,
treating and disposing of our
wastewater. This process, the Vision as-
sures us will recognise the full eco-
nomic value of water, including the cost
of externalities. “Making water available
at no cost or low cost does not provide
the right incentive to consumers” the vi-
sion says and water services need to be
priced at full cost for all users (even if it
is water off your own roof).

The World Water Vision goes beyond
the usual globalist appeals for coopera-
tion and recommends that nations vol-
untarily restrict their sovereignty to
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make it possible to apply the principles
of integrated water resource manage-
ment in international watercourses.

What this means is a global policy
for the management of our national wa-
ter courses. This policy would be coordi-
nated by the United Nations and
administered by the TNCs for the bene-
fit of the Carpet Baggers.

This Vision is applicable to develop-
ing and developed nations and is re-
plete with the usual globalist so-called
‘concern’ for the third world, women
and indigenous people. (Remember,
the third world was supposed to be
helped by that other great globalist vi-
sion, the New International Economic
Order) . According to the Vision, “water
and the environment have not been val-
ued” (it looks like this little cartel of car-
pet baggers will commodify the
environment next). To rectify this ‘prob-
lem’ the Vision steps into a hypothetical
scenario in the year 2025. Here are a
couple of snippets:

1. “Some low income households
could not afford water. Measures were
introduced to subsidise these house-
holds so that they could pay for water to
meet their basic needs. These house-
holds also contributed to the cost of
their services in kind through their la-
bour for installation and operation.”

2. “It was difficult to sell the concept
of paying the full cost of irrigation water,
yet it was critical that this water be val-
ued because it represented the bulk of
water diverted for human use. A new
round of negotiations of the World Trade
Organisation in 2010 agreed to add wa-
ter subsidies to the list of unacceptable
subsidies to inputs for agriculture. As
this policy was implemented in the
years that followed, good prices from
exporting countries rose slightly, im-
proving farm incomes in developing
countries. Prices eventually stabilized
around their previous level, but low-in-
come urban dwellers felt the pinch of
higher food prices while they lasted.

You can clearly see from these two
examples the sort of world the carpet
baggers want. To start with people in
developing nations, and perhaps even
in some of the developed countries like
Australia, will have to work to pay for
their water once it is priced out of their
reach. You can imagine it. The TNCs not
only commodify water, but they have an
instant population of free labourers – as
they say for installation and operation –
the people who can’t afford water can

work for the TNCs and be paid in kind.
This is literally subsistence wages. The
second scenario has obvious implica-
tions for farmers and our rural sector.

More Crops Per Drop.
Now comes the really interesting

part. The commodification of the
world’s water resources is linked with
biotechnology and the revolution in ge-
netic engineering.

According to the Carpet Baggers
Water Vision, biotechnology will play a
pivotal role in the conservation of water,
it will be like the second green revolu-
tion. Because water will be expensive,
farmers will desparate for ways of con-
serving water and they will turn to the
TNCs who have engineered crops which
produce higher yields with less water.
Genetic engineering will become the or-
der of the day and the TNCs will benefit
twofold – first by commodifying water,
then by selling their less thirsty and
drought-resistant seeds. Rather than
national food self sufficiency we will be
involved in a regime of global food secu-
rity, involving governance and trade is-
sues. Unless we act, we will truly
become peasants in our own land.

World Water Forum 2000
The Second World Water Forum and

Ministerial Conference recently took
place in the Hague, the Netherlands be-
tween the 17 and the 22 of March
2000. The Forum was hosted by the
Netherlands’ Government and co-or-
ganised by the Dutch Ministry for Devel-
opment Cooperation (who have still got
their finger in the dyke). The World Wa-
ter Council’s World Water Vision and
Framework for Action took a great leap
forward at this meeting.

The World Water Vision was pre-
sented to the Forum by Mikhail
Gorbachev’s organisation, Green Cross
International. For six whole days, the
Carpet Baggers talked endlessly about
the Water Vision and what they will be
doing with our water resources in the
coming 25 years. A CEO panel, repre-
senting 10 transnational companies re-
leased a joint statement on the future
of water use (have another Martini
Chuck!). The statement, presented by
Antony Burgmans, the Chairman of
Unilever N.V. said in part:

“Water is an economic good and its
economic value should be recognised in
the allocation of scarce water resources
to competing uses. While this should

not prevent people from meeting their
basic needs for water services at afford-
able prices, the price for water must be
set at a level that encourages conserva-
tion and wise use. The private sector
has a growing role to play in the supply
and management of water resources.
Investment by the private sector will be
critical to bridging the gap between sup-
ply and demand for water.”

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Australian Politicians Go

With The Globalist Flow.
A vision for Australia’s water re-

sources 2025 has been presented to
the World Water Council. The vision
was prepared by Integrated Resource
Management Pty Ltd under contract
from UNESCO. The Australian report
recommends water pricing related to
volume and timing as well as the elimi-
nation of subsidies.

Australia has already undertaken a
program of far reaching changes in the
way the water sector is organised and
managed with an increasing role for
the private sector and for corporatised
and privatised water resources.

So-called water reforms are now
hitting the rural sector. In 1994, the
Council of Australian Governments
(COAG) decided, in their wisdom, that
business as usual in the rural water in-
dustry would not be a viable option for
irrigators or the environment on either
a medium or long term basis. They are
now implementing changes which will
affect pricing, water allocations, insti-
tutional arrangements and environ-
mental considerations. These
so-called reforms are to be imple-
mented together, as a package by
2001.

The reform package includes a
COAG agreement to introduce full cost
recovery pricing in rural areas by 2001.
This means that current prices paid for
water are likely to rise, and in some
cases, have already. This means more
corporatisation and privatisation. An
example is Murray Darling Basin Water
Business.

In Australia, State and Territory
Governments are responsible for the
management of natural resources, and
the so-called reform of the water in-
dustry is being implemented by them.
The Federal government is also in on
the act, contributing to the process
through the Natural Heritage Trust and
programs like Murray-Darling 2001,
Rivercare and the National Land and
Water Resources Audit. Water reform
is also a requirement of National Com-
petition Policy (NCP) and Oznews will
have more on this next issue.

The Federal government is also in-
volved through the Agriculture and Re-
source Management Council of
Australia and New Zealand
[(ARMCANZ) the people who, for the
record, also believe dairy deregulation

is a good thing)] the Australia and New
Zealand Environment Conservation
Council (ANZECC) and the Murray-Dar-
ling Basin Ministerial Council
(MDBMC).

The Final Result:
You’ve seen young people clutch-

ing their plastic bottles of water.
Typically today the water containers
are blue. What did they do before this
buying habit was instilled (or should
that be distilled?) into them? This is
another way that the Carpet Baggers
have commodified water, by putting it
in a perfume bottle. There is no short-
age of water, there is only shortage of
water catchment. Turning water into a
saleable commodity (with directions on
how to drink it and invariably a brand
name) comes at great cost to the free-
dom of the worlds people.

Commodifying water will increase our
dependency on the TNCs. It is their vi-
sion for our future. Control water, con-
trol food, control energy, control
money and we will be dependent upon
the globalists for our very survival. We
must not allow this to happen. This is
another good reason to join Austand’s
political party, The Great Australians,
now.

Exploring International
Competitiveness

(The following article was sent to us by Mr Ken Munyard of Thornlie, WA –
this excerpt contributed by Henning Christiansen, Federal Secretary of the Aus-
tralian Institute of Marine and Power Engineers)

Earlier this year a Mr V S Gajria dropped in (unannounced) to see if he could
discuss the potential for him to get a seagoing Engineer’s job in Australia. He
was in Australia on a Tourist Visa and possessed a Class 1 Marine Engineer Cer-
tificate of Competency issued in India, and is currently employed as a Chief En-
gineer on Indian-flag shipping, having sailed as Chief Engineer for more than 25
years.

Mr Gajria asked what salary an Australian Chief Engineer on Dry Cargo ves-
sels would earn? I replied that most of our Enterprise Agreements would have a
Dry Cargo Chief Engineer on about A$100,000pa. Mr Gajria pointed out that he
was earning UK Pounds 45,000pa (ie about A$140,000) free-of-tax and there-
fore he might have to re-evaluate his preconception that Australian rates were
high.

Someone might like to pass this small story on to Minister John Anderson,
who does not seem to understand yet that the only reason Australians are not
“competitive” against the FOC/foreign ships, that the Howard Government is
putting on our coast, is that our Government taxes Australian
ships/shipowners/managers/seafarers but allows FOC/foreign ships onto our
coast without any taxes at all.

In a unique Howard Government reversal of how a protective tariff usually
works, I understand Lachlan Payne (Australian Shipowners Association) is
quoted as saying recently, this effectively “… constitutes an Australian Govern-
ment tariff AGAINST Australians being involved in Australian shipping…”

A view from Brazil: A fascinating look
at Bush’s secret reason for going to war.

Marshall just sent me an article in
Portugese by a Brazilian Professor, which
is fascinating. This is a rough translation.
The point of it is that Americans have not
been told the real reason that Bush is set
on going to war: He is trying to save the
USA from bankruptcy and the imminent
ruin of our economy. If any economists
want to enlightenment me, will be so
happy to hear.

This is because apparently the Federal
Reserve fears that the Opec countries will
abandon the dollar in their transactions
with oil, and adopt definitely the Euro. Iraq
already did this in 2000, when the Euro
was .80 cents to the dollar, and therefore
escaped the depreciation of the dollar.
(The dollar fell 15% en relation to the Euro
in 2002). This information, analyzed by
those who know the structural problems of
the Breton Woods system, etc., places in
doubt the historical hegemony of the dol-
lar in Mesopotamia (Iraq). If Bush is suc-
cessful, Irak will return to the dollar, and
therefore not serve as an alternative
model for other dependent countries. The
US therefore hopes to quash movement
within the Opec countries to use the Euro
as its monetry base.

This information is treated almost as
a State secret in the USA, because de-
pendent governments (third world coun-
tries) like ours (Brazilian) would also sink
along with the US. This, because coun-
tries which are oil consumers would have
to take reserve dollars from their central
banks ( presently subject to the IMF) and
substitute Euros for dollars. Thus the dol-
lar would crash, losing 20 to 40% of its
value.

Think of what has happened in Argen-
tina, only on a planetary scale. (Argen-
tina, once the richest country in South
America is now suffering poverty on an
unprecedented scale.)

The physicist and philosopher,
Bautista Vidal points out that “reserves of
oil are concentrated in only a few places
on the planet, and in about 20
supergigantic fields.” Thus, in the eyes of
the First World countries, consider that if
the Third world countries really develop,
we world would have to discover half a
dozen supergigantic fields or the present
oil supply would run out in 10 to 15 years.

For this reason, the system of the
world finanacial power, subjugated to the
petro dollar, is becoming discredited,
failed. Banks are falling to pieces in the
developed countries. How is a collapse to
be prevented?

Due to military occupation in the Mid-
dle East, together with the oil crises of the
70s, and the monstruous deficit of the
the U.S. A. , the inflated dollar artifically
buys the oil, which is the base of the
American/ocidental economy.

Thus Saddam sealed his fate when at
the end of 2000, he moved to the Euro. At
that moment, another Gulf war became
the imperative of Bush Jr. So what is in play
now is not the character of the Texan, G.

Bush, nor a question of U.S. national secu-
rity, but the continuation of the dollar. And
this information is censured from the Amer-
ican press by the Bush administration, as it
would reduce confidence of investors and
consumers, create political pressure to
form a new energy policy and gradually
wean us from the Oil of the Middle East and
adopt a project such as ours, using
Pró-Alcool.

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CORE POLICIES: THE

GREAT AUSTRALIANS

1 TAXATION: We advocate a 1% E.Debit
Tax on the nation’s turnover – we call it
AUS.E.DEBIT.TAX. No more income tax, no
more GST, no more paperwork. Multina-
tionals pay their fair share.

2 TREASURY DEPARTMENT: We will re-
structure the Treasury Department so that
it functions in the interests of Australians,
and not overseas and vested financial in-
terests. We will relieve Treasury of all the
Statutory Authorities it controls, placing
them with the appropriate Ministers.

3 AUSTRALIANS MUST HAVE A VOICE:
This can only be obtained if foreign finan-
cial interests reduce their shareholdings in
our media to much less than 50%. We will
subsidise Australian-owned media organi-
sations, film production units, writers, ac-
tors and artists – upgrading Australia’s
image in the world.

4 WE OPPOSE GLOBALISATION, WTO
(World Trade Organisation), the IMF (Inter-
national Monetary Fund) and the World
Bank. All they do is siphon profit out of all
countries.

5 PRIMARY INDUSTRIES: We will help
farmers to compete fairly with overseas
subsidies and “dumping” by subsidising
them to 40%, similar to USA and Europe;
this will reinvigorate rural areas. Our quar-
antine laws will be tougher. Single-desk
selling must be changed for maximum
farmer benefit.

6 WE WILL RE-FINANCE AUSTRALIA: We
will take back control of our currency and
establish a Bank like the old Common-
wealth. We will make the FIRB (Foreign In-
vestment Review Board) conform.

7 DEFENCE: We must not rely on other
nations to help us. Our continent calls for
complete mobility, land, sea and air and
we must start right now to build men and
equipment based on this philosophy.

8 WE WILL CARE FOR OUR
ENVIRONMENT: Relying heavily on our sci-
entists and specialists. Water usage, salin-
ity, and ‘drought-proofing’ must be tackled
properly above narrow interests. A later,
tacit aim will be to abolish to two tiers of
government. Our timber resources must be
shepherded for long-term sustainable ben-
efit e.g, superannuation and to avoid tim-
ber imports

9 DROUGHT-PROOFING AUSTRALIA: We
will drought-proof Australia using the latest
techniques - a system which reduces sew-
erage pollution to zero while producing re-
newable energy. This new technology has
been developed to dispose of the total
sewerage waste of cities and towns. By re-
cycling entire effluent into new, re-useable
products, the technology leaves no waste
residue. This is a technology that allows a
profit to be generated out of sewerage
waste.

10 EDUCATION: This vital function needs
more money at ‘class-roots level”. Our edu-
cation systems must be designed in Aus-
tralia and integrated on a national, not
State, basis. We will abolish tertiary fees.

11 UNEMPLOYMENT and UNIONS: With
money targeted to infrastructure, farming
and manufacturing, full-time jobs will again
become plentiful and unemployment will
drop dramatically. Some industries need
modest protection in the nation’s strategic
and defence interests and to provide
‘clever country’ employment. Minimum and
maximum pay!

12 IMMIGRATION With more money for
coastal surveillance we can control illegal
immigrants. Legal migration will have more
stringent criteria applied to protect our na-
tion’s long-term interests.

13 HEALTH CARE: We will improve hospi-
tals with better management and the extra
revenue from the AUS.E.DEBIT.TAX. We will
provide better services and incentives for
rural area health services.

14 TRANSPORT: This island continent
must have Australian-owned and Austra-
lian-built shipping. We will create a master
plan for all transport, e.g. giving fair returns
to truckies and developing rail and
shipbuilding.

15 LEGAL AND THE JUDICIARY: We will
make sure the ‘punishment fits the crime’
that victims’ rights are respected and that
more legal aid is given to the genuinely
needy in the community. Stop the U.S.
“suing disease”.

16 SMALL BUSINESS: We will assist man-
ufacturing and the much-neglected small
business area, which is the biggest busi-
ness in our nation.

17 RESEARCH AND DEVELOPMENT: We
will back Australian Research and Develop-
ment. We excel in this area and therefore
we should fund it properly and protect our
intellectual property.

18 SELF-SUFFICIENT – NO GM FOOD: We
aim to become food self-sufficient and will
not allow Australia to become the testing
ground for genetically modified foods or a
dumping ground for imports.

19 INDIGENOUS AUSTRALIANS: We will
improve the lives of indigenous Australians
with jobs, dignity and support for Elders
within their communities. We oppose a
separate nation within a nation.

20 MINING AND MINERAL RESOURCES:
We will progressively return these resources
to majority Australian control, and encour-
age alternate fuels and exploration to make
Australia again self-sufficient in oil. We will
abolish “import parity pricing” and make
fuel cheaper especially in rural areas.

21 FOREIGN DEBT: AUS.E.DEBIT.TAX will
provide revenue to pay off our foreign debt
over five years, and cheaper finance for
Australian industries and farms from
sources such as Government-backed Peo-
ple’s Bank, like the old Commonwealth. We
will discontinue association with the IMF.

22 INDUSTRIAL RELATIONS: Can be im-
proved in the national interest with more
jobs available.

23 SUPERANNUATION: We will ensure
that superannuation investments are con-
fined to Australia.

24 OUR WELL-BEING: We will be dedi-
cated to the well-being of all Australians –
young and old, encouraging a harmonious
integrated society with people committed
to the well-being of this nation.

25 INTERNATIONAL AGREEMENTS: We will
examine all international agreements and
UN Treaties, and if they are not of clear
benefit to Australia’s citizens, they will be
annulled.

26 THE AUSTRALIAN PEOPLE: Australians
have proved themselves in all endeavours.
They volunteered to defend many coun-
tries. Australians want proper leadership to
ensure a real future for our nation and our
children. It can be done, but only with your
support.
